Greetings in the name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ!

Now when Jesus came, he found that Lazarus had already been in the
tomb four days. Bethany was near Jerusalem, about two miles off, and
many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to console them

concerning their brother. So when Martha heard that Jesus was




coming, she went and met him, but Mary remained seated in the house.
Martha said to Jesus, “Lord, if you had been here, my brother would
not have died. But even now I know that whatever you ask from God,
God will give you.” Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.”
Martha said to him, “I know that he will rise again in the resurrection
on the last day.” Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the
life. Whoever believes in me, though he die, yet shall he live, and
everyone who lives and believes in me shall never die. Do you believe
this?” She said to him, “Yes, Lord; I believe that you are the Christ, the

Son of God, who is coming into the world.”

(John 11:17-27)

The raising of Lazarus is a very important text in the Gospel of St. John.
Later in chapter 11 he cries out, “Lazarus, come out.” And upon saying
this Lazarus indeed comes out after being in the tomb for four days.

The power of Jesus’ word brings forth life. In this case, bringing the life
of Lazarus back from the dead, resurrected to this life. Later, we know
that Lazarus dies again and will join us when Christ returns on the last
day.

More importantly, we know that no one raised Jesus from the dead. He
did it on his own accord. Only he has the power over life and death, the
power to lay down his life and take it up again.

If Jesus can both raise Lazarus and raise his own body from the tomb, then
he most certainly has the power to raise all of us from the grave on the last
day. This is the promise of Easter. May we certainly rejoice and give

thanks to God for the promise of the resurrection.
